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On first line of each entry is listed name of person, maiden name (in parenthesis)
and their birth and death dates. On lines below each entry is the source that shows burial
was at Greenwood Cemetery. At least one primary source that proves burial at
Greenwood is listed for every person. The first source listed is the primary source that
proves burial; additional sources follow that prove other vital information about the
person.

The following is a list of the sources that were used; what information was
abstracted; and the format used in the abstracts:

e Monument — sections of cemetery were grave marker was found (sections 1, 2 or
3); data from inscription in quotation marks; for veterans military service in a
particular war was put in brackets if not indicated on the monument.

e Kentucky death certificate — year filed & certificate number, listed birth & death
dates (or age if no birth date given), name of spouse (h/o = husband of; w/o =
wife of), names of parents (s/o = son of; d/o = daughter of; c/o = child of; i/o =
infant of; maiden name of mother in parenthesis). Note that death certificates in
some instances stated burial was at Greenwood Cemetery but other sources
proved that burial was elsewhere.

e Obituary — from the “Owensboro Messenger”, “Owensboro Inquirer” or
“Owensboro Messenger-Inquirer”, date of issue & page number (for several a
burial notice and not the first published obituary was used to prove burial at
Greenwood. Abstracted dates of birth & death (or age), name of spouse, and
names of parents (used abbreviations listed above). Note that obituaries in some
instances stated burial was at Greenwood Cemetery but other sources proved that
burial was elsewhere.

e Registration of Veterans' Graves (compiled by W.P.A., 1939-41) — this source
was used to prove burial at Greenwood for five veterans who did not have a
monument or Kentucky death certificate that proved burial.

e World War 1 & 2 Draft Registration Cards (Internet — Ancestry.com) or Federal
Census records were used to establish birth dates that were not found in the above
sources. Federal Census of 1930 listed if a veteran and it was crossed checked.

Located on east side
of Owensboro; on the east side of the Leitchfield Road near its intersection with Parrish
Avenue (Highway 54). Driveways divide the cemetery into three parts. These were
labeled sections 1, 2 & 3 (section 1 is on the west side of cemetery along Leitchfield
Road; section 2 is at the south end of the cemetery; and section 3 in on the east or back
part of cemetery). The following 326 individuals were found to have monuments,
including 151 that were not located in a prior listing of the cemetery. A comparison was
made between the two listings and where there were any differences a reevaluation of the
inscription and a study of other sources was done to judge what was correct.
